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A Story of Courage

I love reading biogra-
phies. Biographies are ve-
hicles of legacy, bridging
generations, bringing us
close to women and men
whose stories can inspire
and enlighten. Of late |
have drawn special encour-
agement from the life of
John Geddie.

John Geddie was born
on April 19, 1815 in Scot-
land, the son of a watch
and clock maker. Immi-
grating to Nova Scotia in
1816, John grew, matricu-
lated through school and
accepted Jesus Christ as
his Savior. After studying
theology with Thomas
Mcculloch he was ordained
with the Presbyterian
Church and accepted a
pastorate in 1838 on Prince
Edward Island.

While carrying forward
his duties of pastoral care
and proclamation a mis-
sional passion invaded his

soul. Specifically, his heart
was drawn to the South
Seas and the people inhab-
iting the New Hebrid Is-
lands. Though these is-
lands were renown for
their brutality, savagery
and the practice of canni-
balism, John Geddie was
convinced that Christ died
for all.

Geddie wrote in his
Journal, February 9, 1849:
"In the darkness, degrada-
tion, pollution and misery
that surrounds me, | will
look forward in the vision
of faith to the time when
some of these poor island-
ers will unite in the trium-
phant song of ransomed
souls, 'Unto Him that loved
us, and washed us from
our sins in His own blood.

After 24 years of faith-
ful toil John Geddie met an
untimely death on Decem-
ber 14, 1872. In honor of
his |ifeo0s
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monument was erected be-
hind the pulpit where he
preached, inscribed with
these words:

"In memory of John
Ge d di #&Ben he.landed
in 1848, there were no
Christians here, and when he
leftin 1872 there were no
heathen."

We live in a day of secu-
larism, materialism and
idolatry. Constrained by the
love of Christ, convinced that
He died for all, we labor until
there are no heathen.
